Admissions Policy 2019- 2020
Summary guidelines

The school follows the LA admissions policy

Children who live in the school’s designated catchment area are able to start school on a part time basis the term after their 3rd birthday. 

This means children are admitted into the Nursery at the start of every term and different children have different Nursery provision. Those who start in September have a year or 3 terms. Those who start in January have 5 terms and the children who start in April have 4 terms.

The LA processes all applications and if there are more than 40, which is the school’s standard number, then places are allocated based on the following priorities – 

· Looked After Children

· Living within catchment area

· A sibling at the school
· Closeness to school using LA G.I.S
If a place is refused then the parents have the right of appeal. If there are surplus places in the school the LA may agree that the school can go over the standard number.
If a child is offered a place then the parents fill out the school admissions paperwork and a pre-induction meeting is arranged the term before the child is due to start school.

Parents of Nursery children have to apply for their child to be admitted into the Reception Class as being in the Nursery does not automatically guarantee a place in Reception.

If a child is already attending another school then parents must put their request for transfer in writing to the LA Admissions Officer

If the school can accommodate the child then a meeting is arranged with the child’s parents and a date for admission agreed. The Head of the previous school is contacted and transfer forms are completed.
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
