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Charging and Remissions Policy
2019-2020
Bedwas Infant School wishes to provide for all pupils the best possible educational opportunities available within the funds allocated by the Education Authority. The law states that education during normal school hours is to be free of any compulsory charge to parents and the school warmly endorses that principle and is committed to uphold the legal requirements.

At Bedwas Infant School we have a commitment to using our School Fund and School Budget wherever possible to offset costs to parents. However, it is widely recognised, that many educationally valuable activities have been and will continue to be dependent upon financial contributions in whole or part from parents. Without that financial support the school would find it impossible to maintain the quality and breadth of the educational provision provided for pupils. The school's concern is to keep financial contributions to a reasonable minimum and to ensure as far as possible that all children are able to take part irrespective of their circumstances. 

Bedwas Infant School is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of all its pupils. Every member of staff recognises that safeguarding against radicalisation and extremism is no different to safeguarding against any other vulnerability in today’s society.
The law recognises that charges may be made to parents in certain defined circumstances - provided that each school has identified the activities for which charges may be made and is explained the basis on which charges may be reduced or waived for certain pupils. The Governing Body of Bedwas Infant School has decided that until further notice its policy will be as follows:

Day visits

For visits occurring during school time, the school may invite a voluntary contribution from the parents to meet costs. For visits outside school time, parents may be charged for allowable costs. Charges may be waived or reduced at the discretion of the Headteacher; however, failure to meet the costs may result in the cancellation of a planned visit.

Visitors to school

In line with the school commitment of bringing visitors into school to enrich the curriculum, and provide a depth and breadth to the curriculum, the school may ask for a voluntary contribution for special visits e.g. theatre groups, performance artists.

Cooking and Technology

A small charge may be made for items made by children in technology and cookery

Lost Books/Equipment

Whilst we understand that occasionally school resources may be mislaid at home, school reserves the right to charge for lost books equipment etc.
